Building: 2 buildings joined together in L-shape and in orange colour with tilt roof.

The one near the railway line has a living area of about 492 sq. meter and is in the three floors.The basement floor has large windows and the top floor has slanting orange roof  with

Built in windows. The other building towards the street has a basement floor and a ground floor.

For Mandir: The first building with railway line will be used for Mandir. The top floor

accommodates the living quarters for Pandit ji, Library, Office and guest rooms etc. It has 11 rooms of varying sizes and a big kitchen, shower and toilets. The basement floor will have a big kitchen and a dinning area for “Bramh Bhoj” and other group activities.

The middle floor with an area of 242 sq. meters has a very large hall for Mandir and some other side rooms with a small kitchen.

The other building is rented for youngster’s free time activity to the local municipality. The income from the rent is about 24000 Skr per month. This essentially covers the interest payment on the bank loan and running expenses of the property.

At that time there were less than 1000 families in Stockholm and it was not the right time to take a big step to open Mandir, but we were searching for a proper central place for Mandir.


In summer 1998 we found a school building with very big garden and play ground for sale.


 A proposal was presented in a big hall(Tensta Träff) to the Indian community in Stockholm in the month of June 1998. All families were positive and a decision was made to buy this property. Although by skilled efforts the price was negotiated at the minimum, yet the amount was too high for a small Indian community living in Stockholm. We decided to borrow 75% of the price from a bank and pay 25% our selves. A donation of Skr.200.000/- (nearly US$ 20.000/-) was made by the devotees in that hall, within 30 minutes of time. We had Skr.150.000/- in our post giro account. A need of more than 225.000/- was left,  that was completed by the families which could not come to that meeting. Mandir became reality in 1998. In these 3 years we have built a brand new kitchen, a big garden with 40  Ashoka decoration trees, a library and a very beautiful “Alter” with a hall of sitting capacity of more than 200 people. It costs  us a lot of money still we could give back Skr.180.000/- to bank. 


To day we have bank loan of Skr.1.500.000/-(nearly US$ 150.000/-) left. We have not done “MURTI STAPHNA” yet because of this bank loan and paying a big amount of interest.
